Šabac –Sremska Mitrovica Road

Since 2001 onwards, Šabac municipality has purchased some 600 ha of land that will be used to build an industrial labour zone. This investment will open the door to foreign capital and make several thousands of new jobs possible, which will largely solve municipality's most burning issue of unemployment.

The land is located between sugar factory and Drenovac, and borders with the river Sava and the local road Šabac-Drenovac. The road, which is situated outside the inhabited area, shortens the distance between the labour zone and highway by about 25 km. The length of the road is 15 km, out of which 9,6 km belongs to Šabac municipality, and 5,4 km is at the territory of Sremska Mitrovica.

The contracting authority for this project is the Directorate for Roads of Šabac municipality. At the beginning of 2006, the project design for the road was commissioned. By the summer of that year the project design was completed and all necessary permits were secured. The first two kilometres of the road were built by the end of 2006. NIP provided funds in the amount of 27.878.708,24 DIN. Additional 4 km were completed in 2007 also with the help of NIP funds in the amount of 82.115.754,48 DIN. Works are due to end in 2008 when the remaining 3,6 km of the road are to be built for which additional 42.578.690,80 DIN is required. The total value of works in Šabac municipality equals 152.573.152,50 DIN.

At the beginning of this year, it was agreed that Sremska Mitrovica municipality would build the 5,4 km of the road located in its territory with the help of provincial government.

Preparations have been completed and, to our great joy, final works on the construction of Drenovac-Sremska Mitrovica road were initiated on 28 November 2007. These works will take about 180.000.000,00 DIN to complete, so the total value of the investment will go up to 330.000.000,00 DIN.
